and all of said Directors were present except Director Felder, thus constituting a quorum. 
Also present at the meeting were the following:  Craig D. Pedersen, Steve Young, Larry French, and Robert Balcells of URS Corporation (“URS”); Kent Burkett, Chief Administrator of the Office of the Brazoria County Judge; and Greer Pagan of Allen Boone Humphries LLP (“ABH”).


Director Davenport called the meeting to order.  
APPROVE MINUTES


The Board first considered approving the minutes of the May 11 and August 24, 2004 meetings of the Board of Directors.  Upon a motion made by Director Mikeska and seconded by Director Pyburn, the Board approved the minutes of the May 11 and August 24, 2004 meetings of the Board of Directors as corrected.

REVIEW AND APPROVE PAYMENT OF INVOICES


The Board reviewed invoices TC "invoices" \f C \l "1"  from ABH in the amount of $12,492.36, and URS Corporation in the amount of $9,187.50.  Mr. Burkett reported that the invoice from Victory Insurance in the amount of $100.00 had been previously forwarded to the Brazoria County Commissioners Court (“Commissioners Court”) for consideration and has been paid.  Mr. Burkett explained the format of the ABH bill and that the Board was not billed for work prior to March 23, 2004 and that the amount submitted was within the budgeted amount approved by Commissioners Court.  The Board requested that ABH avoid using courier charges.  Upon a motion made by Director O’Day and seconded by Director Pyburn, the Board approved the ABH invoices as submitted for forwarding to the Commissioners Court for consideration.  Mr. Pedersen reviewed the invoice from URS and responded to Board member questions regarding the invoice.  Upon a motion made by Director Mikeska and seconded by Director O’Day, the Board approved the invoices as submitted for forwarding to the Commissioners Court for consideration.
UPDATE ON HYDROGEOLOGIC EVALUATIONS AND OTHER WORK BEING PERFORMED BY URS CORPORATION


Mr. Pedersen introduced members of the URS team and reviewed status report #2 of data collection and assessment activities, a copy of which is attached (the “Phase 2 report TC "Phase 2 report" \f C \l "1" ”.)  He stated that the first draft reports should be available in December and a website should be on-line in January.


Mr. Young reviewed groundwater topics including data gathered on levels of head pressure, water pumpage, groundwater, and subsidence.  He responded to Directors’ questions.


Mr. French next presented an overview of groundwater quality.  Mr. Young and Mr. Pedersen described the sensitivity of Brazoria County’s quantity and quality of water to pumping in and out of the County and subsidence issues.  They responded to questions and discussion ensued regarding the recharge areas for Brazoria County.


Mr. Balcells reviewed suggested themes for District materials and potential website.


Mr. Young reviewed the Phase 2 report regarding groundwater use and subsidence information.

Discussion ensued regarding possible future activities, items discussed during the presentation, and population growth in Brazoria County.  No action was necessary. 

DISCUSSION OF CONFIRMATION AND DIRECTORS ELECTION FOR THE DISTRICT
The Directors, Mr. Pagan, Mr. Pedersen and Mr. Burkett next discussed the possibility of holding a confirmation election in May.  No Board action was necessary.
DISCUSS PRESENTATION TO BRAZORIA COUNTY COMMISSIONERS COURT
The Directors, Mr. Burkett and Mr. Pedersen discussed the materials to include with the presentation to Commissioners Court on October 25, 2004.
The Board agreed to try to meet on Tuesday, December 7, 2004 at 6:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Court chambers.
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
