The Board of Directors of Brazoria County Groundwater Conservation District, met in regular session, open to the public, on the 19th day of April, 2005, at the Commissioners Courtroom, First Floor, 111 E. Locust, Brazoria County Courthouse, Angleton, Texas, inside the boundaries of the District, and the roll was called of the duly constituted officers and members of the Board, to-wit:

and all of said Directors were present except Directors Felder and Mikeska, thus constituting a quorum. 

Also present at the meeting were the following:  Dude Payne, Brazoria County Commissioner Precinct 1; Cathy Laney of the office of Brazoria County Commissioner Precinct 2; Craig D. Pedersen of URS Corporation (“URS”); Kent Burkett, Chief Administrator of the Office of the Brazoria County Judge; and Steve Robinson of Allen Boone Humphries Robinson LLP (“ABHR”).


Director Davenport called the meeting to order.  
APPROVE MINUTES


The Board first considered approving the minutes of the January 11, 2005 meeting of the Board of Directors.  Upon a motion made by Director Pyburn and seconded by Director O’Day, the Board approved the minutes of the January 11, 2005 meeting of the Board of Directors as written.

REVIEW AND APPROVE PAYMENT OF INVOICES


Mr. Burkett next discussed ABHR’s fees for legal services.  He stated that ABHR was close to the budget for allocated legal services.  Mr. Robinson requested approval for an invoice from ABHR TC "invoice from ABHR" \f C \l "1"  in the amount of $7,322.70, a copy of which is attached.  He stated that he would hold any remaining invoices until the District is approved by the voters at a confirmation election.  He stated that if the District was not approved by the voters, ABHR would not invoice for the additional services provided.

Mr. Pederson next reviewed an invoice from URS Corporation TC "invoice from URS Corporation" \f C \l "1"  in the amount of $831.87, a copy of which is attached.  He stated that URS was 90% complete on tasks and has invoiced approximately 80% of the authorized budget.  He stated that he anticipates that URS will remain within the budget.  Upon a motion made by Director O’Day and seconded by Director Pyburn, the Board approved the ABHR and URS invoices as submitted for forwarding to the Commissioners Court for consideration.
UPDATE ON HYDROGEOLOGIC EVALUATIONS AND OTHER WORK BEING PERFORMED BY URS CORPORATION


Mr. Pedersen reviewed with the Board funding based on groundwater pumpage.  He discussed revised projections of groundwater usage and calculations of water at rates ranging from $0.02 to $0.05.  He discussed methods for allocation of the District’s costs.  Mr. Pederson stated that based on other groundwater districts, a minimum budget of $200,000 is required and approximately $350,000 is more likely to give the District the funds needed to effectively manage Brazoria County’s groundwater resources.  A copy of Mr. Pedersen’s report TC "Mr. Pedersen’s report" \f C \l "1"  is attached.  No Board action was necessary.
DISCUSSION OF CONFIRMATION AND DIRECTORS ELECTION FOR THE DISTRICT

Discussion ensued regarding the activities that need to occur prior to holding a confirmation election such as holding stakeholder meetings and selection of election dates.  Discussion ensued regarding potential election dates.  Following discussion, the Board concurred to hold a meeting on Thursday, May 5, 2005, at 6:00 p.m. to consider calling an election.  The Board requested that ABHR place on the agenda the adoption of an Order Calling a Confirmation and Directors Election.

Upon a motion made by Director O’Day and seconded by Director Pyburn, the Board adjourned.
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
